• Since the Phoenicians invented beer more than 6000 years ago, the 
tavern has served as the clearing house for kx:al inforrnabon on trade, travel 
and industry. So impJrtant were these esta~ishments to the economy of a 
nation that Hammurabi of Babyk>n, in 1770 B.C., passed the first laws 
regulating the sale of spirits by providing the death penalty for any person 
who watered down the beer they sold. 

• Nearly every writer and philosopher of note has extolled the virtues of 
their favorite Tavern, but one of the best is by Dr. Samuel Johnson, the 
famous 19th Century British wit, who wrote: -There has never been anything 
contrived by man that hasprovkJed more pleasure tOOta good Tavernor Inn. 
It is truly man's second greatest indoor activity.· 

• George Washington, our first president, was a distiller and gave his 
farewell address to his offICers in 1783 at the Queen's Head Tavem in New 
York City. So famous was this old Tavern that it is now a museum. 

• The first idea for indepence was argued in a tavern and the Buckman 
Tavern in Lexington, Mass., was the site of a meeting that was to begin the 
Revolutionary War. 

• Thomas Jefferson wrote the first draft of the Declaration of Indepen· 
dance in the Indian Queen Tavern near Philadelphia. 

• Martin Van Buren, our 8th President, was born in his father'sTavern in 
Kinderhook, N.Y., and Abraham Lincoln once owned and operated a Tavern 
in Salem, Illinois. 

• On November 10, lns, the Marine Corps was founded by the Continen­
tal Congress allowing for two colTllanies of men under the leadership of 
Captain Samuel Nicholas. Nearly all of the men were recruited at the famous 
Tun Tavern near Philadelphia. It was these two companies of Marines who 
supported George Washington on Christmas Eve of 1776 when he crossed 
the Delaware to surprise the Hessians in New Jersey. 

• The Lantern of Lake Forest was opened in 1934 by Mike Lamorra. 
Since then the owners have included earl Russell, James Peddle, Jack 
Hunke, Charlie Edwards, Mike Faulkner and Lou Taylor, Mike Oownar 
and Don Tiffany. Your present hosts are Don and Irene Tiffany who 
wek:ome you to stt back and enjoy "The Best Burgers In Town" and 
more than fifty years of Lantern ambiance.
